Elementary School Division – 



2 point advantage given per grade year to younger team




(e.g. 4th graders playing 5th graders start off w/ a 2 – 0 lead )  

Middle School Division – 



2 point advantage given per grade year to younger team



1 point advantage given to girls team vs. boys team 



Maximum points given will be 5 per game   

(e.g. 6th grade girls playing 8th grade boys , 4 points for grade and 1 point for gender ) 

High School Division – 



Point advantage based on scale below that factors age and HS team level 

1 point advantage given to girls team vs. boys team

Scale  - Senior 4 , Junior 3, Sophomore 2, Freshman 1 + Varsity 3, JV 2, Frosh 1 
( In case of different age or HS team levels, then average the players and round to nearest number. In case of co-ed team, 2 or more girls receive 1 point advantage . Maximum points given will be 5 per game )
Open and Masters Divisions -  no adjustments 

Family Division – 



2 point advantage given per average age differential of children



1 point advantage given if 2 or more females
(age is based as of March 27, cap at 18 yr. old, average will be rounded down – e.g. 15 and 12 yr.old will average to 13 ) 
If enough teams are registered to form 2 divisions ( Upper/Lower ) then split based on median age
